19 1 wa a year of excitement and near tragedie , a time 
for American to bond together to meet new challenge . 

The November election ended the political rivalry for tht 
office of Pre ident between Pre ident Jimmy Carter and 
Governor Ronald Reagan. After a clo e competition, 
Republican Ronald Reagan wa inaugurated the 40th 
Pre ident of the nited tate , January 20, 19 0, with 
George Bu h,  econd-in-command. 

"With all the creative energy at our command, let u 
begin an era of national renewal," Pre ident Reagan aid 
in his inaugural addre . "Let u renew our determination 
our courage and our strength. Let u renew our hope. We 
have every right to dream heroic dream ." 

Americans revi ed their hope, courage, and determination 
during the 444 day of Iranian captivity of 52 American 
ho tage . The ho tage were eized by Mo lem militant 

ovember 4, 1979, at the U . .  Emba y in Tehran. 

The yellow ribbon became a ymbol of American hope. 
The people tried to spread their hope and courage to the 
52 hostages in the thou and of card and letter ent 
over ea . 

Only after 14 Y2 long month of determination and 
negotiation , in which the . agreed to unfreeze Iranian 
assets, were the ho tage relea ed, January 20. 

Citizen of Troy demon trated their upport of the 52 
captive American with the flying of 12 American flag 
over the courthou e lawn. The flag , donated by veteran ' 
widows, were unfurled December, 1979, and retired upon 
the ho tage ' relea e. 



An ttempted a a. ination, wounding Pre ident Reagan 
on hi 70th day in office, March 30, cared and hocked 
the nation. 

The wounded Pre ident wa ru hed to the ho pital to 
have a bullet removed. The bullet had entered his che t 
under hi left arm and wa deflected into the lower left 
lung. 

Pre ident Reagan kept hi en e of humor throughout the 
"incident" and his recovery. It wa reported that a he 
entered the operating room, Mr Reagan quipped to the 
urgeon , "Plea e tell me you're Republican ." 

Pope John Paul II wa al o hit by gunfire in an 
attempted a a ination, May 1 3. The Pope, wounded by 
two of the bullets fired, wa not eriou ly injured. 

A touch of excitement began April 10, a the pace 
huttle, actual ly a " pace truck," introduced a new era in 
pace, "revolutionizing the way America operate in 
pace." 

The 54V2 hour flight of the "Columbia," opened up the 
po ibilitie of future colonie , orbiting factorie , and 
flights to other plane .
